
Endoscopy Technicians Needed!  Request for Volunteers

The Society of International Gastroenterological Nurses and Endoscopy Associates (SIGNEA) has been asked by the U.S. Department of Labor to assist in identifying Endoscopy Technicians who may be asked to complete brief, objective questionnaires about the tasks, work context, and knowledge requirements of their occupation.  RTI International, under contract with the United States Department of Labor, is asking for help to populate the O*NET database with essential data about Endoscopy Technicians that is valid, reliable, and current and are looking for qualified SIGNEA members to volunteer to assist in the project.
What is O*NET?  The Occupational Information Network (O*NET) is a comprehensive database of worker attributes and job characteristics.  O*NET lets millions of employers, workers, educators and students across the country see what is required to do the work of over 900 occupations, and provides this information free to the public online at http://online.onetcenter.org.
How Can I Help?  We need volunteers who have at least 5 years experience as a practicing or supervising Endoscopy Technician and are still performing in the occupation. Qualified volunteers will be asked to complete questionnaires about tasks, required areas of knowledge, and working conditions. 

Please use all of the information below, including description and alternate titles, to decide whether your occupational background matches the O*NET occupation.

Endoscopy Technicians:  Maintain a sterile field to provide support for physicians and nurses during endoscopy procedures. Prepare and maintain instruments and equipment.  May obtain specimens.
Some other titles used for people performing this work might be:

· Endoscopic Technician
· Gastro-intestinal Technician

· Gastroenterology Technician
